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· What is APL? What is APL credit?
· APL is Assessed Prior Learning credit granted for learning gained through means other than formal coursework.  

· What is not APL?
· APL is not simply hours or time spent in a particular experience.

· How do I prove my learning or what I have learned?
· You provide evidence of your learning through a variety of observable, measureable artifacts or examples.  

· What do I submit as evidence?
· The collection of evidence is a “hard copy” organized portfolio. Evidence is evaluated against very specific course objectives. 

Evaluation Process [Begins and ends with the Woods Online (WOL) Office]

· Where do I send my APL?
· Send APL evidence to the WOL Office, the College’s official logging in center for APL. A cover sheet is provided on-line to identify APL and which College department APL is to be sent. 

· What happens next?
· Education APL is logged in at the Education Department and given to a faculty evaluator or team.  The educator candidate’s advisor is not part of the evaluation process or team. 

· How long does this take? Can this affect my academic planning? 
· The entire APL process is generally 2 – 3 academic months. APL approval or denial affects your academic planning based on the following guidelines:
· The College will not accept APL for submission after a student has earned 100 credit hours.
· APL for an add-on license area must be completed two projects/semesters prior to completion of the add-on. 	
· All APL * must be approved before the Clinical Capstone Application is submitted [either November 1 or March 1]. 

· How will I know if my APL has been approved or denied? 
· You will receive notification from the WOL Office.
	
*All APL includes APL for courses other than education courses 
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
